packing your starter kit bag
Here are a few suggestions to help you pack your Starter Kit Bag and get organized for your initial skin 
care classes. As you gain experience, you will likely discover your own style of organizing and packing 
your bag, so feel free to experiment!

gather  all of the products and tools you need for the class. 
You might want to pack your samplers and products in the clear  
Quick Zip Bags included in your Starter Kit to keep things organized.

consider  prepacking your mirrors (Face Cases) with a 
disposable tray and fill each Quick Zip Bag with everything each guest 
may use at the class. For example, you might include a facial cloth, a 
folded Customer Profile, a Color Card, applicators and a sales ticket.

place  your prepacked Quick Zip Bags at the bottom of your 
Starter Kit Bag to make a sturdy base. You might need to shift them 
around to get the very best fit. You can then place all your other  
class items on top of them, including copies of the Beauty Book  
and The Look as well as the Flip Chart.

store  literature such as the Beauty Book and your datebook  
in the side pocket of your Starter Kit Bag. Or, you could transport 
literature in your On-the-Go Tote (the smaller black bag found in  
your Starter Kit).

use  the Consultants Guide as 
your No. 1 reference guide. It’s a great 
resource to help you learn the basics  
and get off to a successful start.
